      CLEANING

      WORKPLACE  IDENTIFICATION  
   Do not place the ventilation part in the service unit on the wall or prevent it from closing in any way. If the 

ventilation side of the service unit is coming from a wall, you should leave a space of at least 10 cm between 

the wall. Otherwise, your cabinet performance will decrease. Make sure that you are away from the heat 

generating devices and vehicles as much as possible. Be careful not to choose places that take direct sunlight.

      FIRST OPERATING 
-Wait for 1 hour before switching on the appliance. 

-Make a general cleaning before you start.You can use soapy water. 

-First run the device in a hollow position for 3-4 hours 

-By pressing the ON-OFF button on the digital thermostat with service unit, turn it from OFF to ON 

-Press the SET key on the digital thermostat (until the blinking light appears) and set the digital temperature 

setpoint to the desired value with the up and down arrow keys and press the SET button again. Service unit is 

ready for use when it reaches the desired degree.
